Epilepsy in children: neurobiological, clinical and therapeutic approach

The aim of the course is to teach attendees to (i) utilize basic knowledge in pathophysiology of epilepsy in the developing brain (ii) how to recognize and describe the ictal manifestations in children and classify the main pediatric epilepsy syndromes and properly address their treatment and management (iii) plan neurophysiological and video EEG investigations and interpret their results in the clinical context (iv); how to carry out the study of familial epilepsy; (iv) how to prepare a grant application in clinical or basic epileptology; (v) how to evaluate critically the available literature in pediatric epilepsy; (vi) lectures on general and specific topics will be interspersed with interactive seminars, workshops, and break-out sessions where small groups of attendees and faculty will be involved in tutorials and problem-solving exercises.

The course is primarily targeted at students interested in developmental epilepsy who wish to refine their skills in the pathophysiology, diagnosis and management of epilepsy in children. Physicians who are pursuing their training or have recently specialized in pediatric neurology, pediatrics, epileptology or clinical neurophysiology, and PhDs or PhD students are welcome to apply. 
The course will be limited to a maximum of 40 applicants to allow an optimal level of interaction with the faculty. Applicants will be selected on the basis of their CVs and consideration will be given to ensure participation of trainees from different geographical origins and disciplines.
